During the last 12 months (April 2006 to March 2007), 409 schemes at an
estimated cost of Rs. 433.9 billion were approved by the CDWP and ECNEC. Out of these
schemes. 108 schemes at an estimated cost of Rs. 365.7 billion were approved by the ECNEC
and 301 schemes at an estimated cost of Rs. 68.2 billion by the CDWP. Sector wise break up of
these schemes is annexed.

Various transmission lines
and grids of kxtra High Voltage (EHV) and Secondary Transmission and Grids (STG) level are also
planned in the system.

1999
as a think-tank to the National Security Council (NSC) to formulate policies and strategic options of
national reconstruction for approval of NSC. Since its inception. NRB has pursued the strategic
objective of reconstruction of state institutions to establish a genuine and sustainable democracy and
good governance to ensure irreversible transfer of power to the people within the parameters of the
Supreme Court’s judgment given in May, 2000.

After the successful completion of the first two phases of devolution process. the
emphasis has now been shifted to consolidate and improve the redefined structures and system.

(Revised)

The project

The original project was approved at a cost of Rs. 39.074 million by the Building
Committee / DDWP of the Supreme Court of Pakistan on 20" August. 2001 and stands completed
since 10™ September. 2004 and is under usc by the Supreme Court. However. due to variation in
scope of work. the cost of the scheme has increased from Rs. 38.074 million to Rs. 47.123 million
(i.e. 23.77%).

The objective of the project was 1o provide office accommodation to the Chambers and
Courts for the honorable Judges of Supremc Court at Peshawar and to facilitate provision of
immediate relief and justice to the people at the local level. In Peshawar. the Branch Registry of
Supreme Court was housed in the building of Peshawar High Court and wherever a bench of this
Court functioned at Peshawar on circuit, the Judges of High Court had to share their chambers and
courts and some of them even had to shift to D.I Khan and Abbotabad benches due to space
limitations. which adversely affected their work.

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Subject:- Construction of Federal Service Tribunal Building Islamabad
The project

The Federal Services Tribunal was established under Article 212 of the Constitution of
the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, 1973. having jurisdiction with regard to terms and conditions of
service of the civil servants who are or have been in the “Service of Pakistan™. Since its inception, the
Tribunal is housed in a rented building. Presently, it is located in a commercial plaza. Blue Area.
Islamabad.

The initial rent of this plaza, which was fixed at Rs. 64.000 per month. has now
increased to Rs. 184.000/- per month. The covered area under possession of the Tribunal is 20000 Sq.
Ft. which has become quite insufficient over the years to cater for its present and future stafl
requirements. In view of growing space requirements and enhanced rent rates. the Capital
Development Authority was requested to allot a plot measuring 27777.7 Sq yards in the sector G-5/2,
Islamabad which has been allotted.

The project was considered in a CDWP meeting held on 1™ February, 2005 at a total
cost of Rs. 114.837 million (with 55,909 Sq Ft covered area). It was decided that the sponsors should
resolve all the issues with the concerned technical section of Planning & Development Division and
thereafter resubmit modified PC-I for consideration of CDWP.

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Subject:- Establishment of a Nucleus for Preparation of Vision 2030 for Pakistan and

The project

The original project was approved by the CDWP in November. 2005 at a cost of Rs.
48.464 million. the project has provision for appointment of 21 officers and staff mentioned in Part-C
at para 25(a) of the PC-1. So far only 3 out of 21 posts sanctioned for the project have been filled as
under: '

i. Consultant / Economist Appointed through direct appointment method

ii. Project Director Being looked after by Member S&T in addition

Filling up of the project posts is under process. The consultant / economist already
appointed under the project is mainly responsible for making projections for macro-economic
framework for Perspective Plan period ie.

Vision document. It is a huge task. Since draft of the vision document has to be prepared by
December. 2006 another consultant needs to be appointed to follow-up the write ups with six
thematic groups constituted for preparing Vision 2030. He will also be responsible for consolidation
of the thematic group reports.

The project

It is envisaged that in some of the arcas there exists serious data gaps in the statistical
system of Pakistan. Some economic sectors of Pakistan’s economy suffer from dearth of statistical
information. On the other hand. the available statistics in the organized sectors suffer from a high
percentage of under-reporting, under-coverage and non-response. The project is designed to capture
the real and reliable estimates of Gross Domestic Product (GDP). Gross Fixed Capital Formation
(GFCF). Input Output Table. Expenditure on GDP at current and constant prices by enlarging the
sphere and coverage of Macro-economic data and estimates as per guidelines of System of National
Accounts in 1993. and in light of international practices. requirement of the Government policy and
decision makers. rescarch and national and international users of Pakistan macro-cconomic data. It
will also help to change the current .base year (1999-2000) to most recent year (2005-06) of the
National Accounts of Pakistan by implementing the system of National Accounts 1993 and to provide
reliable and authentic data on GDP and GFCF on new bench mark year 2005-06 on annual basis and
to change the base of price indices from 2000-01 to 2006-07.

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Subject:- Monitoring of ropr rimmanced rrojocis

The project

The Government of Pakistan has assigned priority to accelerate the implementation of
development projects to achieve the desired goals set in the MTDF 2005-10. The development
projects financed by the federal government are being implemented by executing divisions and
Provincial Governments. It has been observed that projects in most of the cases are not only delayed
but also their cost is increased due to lack of management capabilities at project and executing agency
level. The internal monitoring is the responsibility of the executing agencies. whereas the external
monitoring is done by the Projects Wing of Planning & Development Division. Due to non-existence
of internal monitoring system of projects no proper feed back is received in the Projects Wing.

Keeping in view the priorities of the Government of Pakistan, the number of projects
being financed from PSDP has increased from 950 in 2003-04 to 1916 in 2006-07 (i.e. three times). In
case. present trend of receipt, approval and PSDP allocations continues, the expected number of
projects in 2008-09 will be 3300 and the PSDP in 2008-09 is expected to be around Rs. 500 billion.
The increase in number of projects and proposed investment necessitates ensuring effective
implementation of projects to achieve its desired objectives.

Academy (DMG campus). Lahore and National Institute of Public Administration (NIPA). Lahore.
Karachi, Peshawar and Quetta to introduce modern and new disciplines to build a professional and
competent civil service. The NSPP is one of the three components of Public Sector Capacity Building
project. which is conceived. run and executed with the help of World Bank.

Al present training institutions are short of capacity to meet the training needs of civil
servants from grade 18 to 20. every year approximately 250 to 300 cadre- ex-cadre officers are
inducted in the Federal Government alone. Similarly. officers in grade 18 are presently not trained at
all. Therefore. over the next 10 years approximately 13000 officers of Grade 17 to 20 are required to
be trained. Since most of Federal Government Departments are located at Islamabad. therefore. most
of the resource persons to impart training are usually invited from Islamabad.

The Board of Governors of National School of Public Policy (NSPP) has approved
establishment of NSPP Ileadquarters at Islamabad. The project envisages establishing NSPP
Headquarters. which shall accommodate NSPP Secretariat, National Institute of Public Policy.
Lxecutive Development Institute. National Management College and residential block. It is thus
important that sufficient land is available at Islamabad for establishment of NSPP Headquarters. The
CDA has in principle agreed to allot land measuring 20 acres 1 vicinity of Model Village Kuri.
Zone-1V of IC'T for establishment of NSPP Headquarters.

The project

Pharma industry in Pakistan has made unprecedented progress in the last decade and
newer products and dosage forms have been introduced in the country. With such technological
progress and induction of newer pharmaceutical products. the need for establishment of a state of
the art laboratory becomes inevitable to ensure their quality. safety and efficacy. Post-marketing
surveillance through drugs testing and its record keeping is an important part of drug regulatory
systems through the world. At manufacturing level. each licensed manufacture is bound by law to
establish an independent quality control laboratory. A well-organized post-marketing surveillance
system supported by well-equipped quality control laboratory 1s an essential requirement of drug
regulatory agencies to confirm that drugs being produced / imported to their countries are of
excellent quality.

Presently there is only one laboratory i.c. Central Drugs Laboratory in government
sector. which is centrally providing facilities ol drugs testing to general public and pharmaccutical
industry. Based at Karachi. this lab undertakes routine test and analysis of drug samples referred to
by the Federal Government agencies. About 3000 drugs samples are being analyzed in this
laboratory per annum.

Due 1o introduction of newer pharmaceutical products. the need for establishment of
4 state of the art laboratory becomes inevitable to ensure their quality. safety and efficacy. Two
laboratories (one for pharmaccuticals and one for biological) are performing routine test and
analysis functions under the Drugs Act 1976. The existing laboratories are not sufficient to meet
with the increasing number of samples coming for testing. When fully functional. the Federal Drugs
Surveillance Laboratory will test approximately 5000 samples of different classes ol drugs available
in the country. This will not only ensure that drugs available to the general masses meet
specification but also help Pharma industry to improve the quality of drugs.

The ground floor is occupied by the outpatients arca. the diagnostic area and
the faculty offices. The first floor is for patient accommodation with 35 male, female and children
beds while the second floor incorporates 4 operation rooms and 12 1CU beds.

The project

Today engineering universities are facing more challenge than ever before. They are
not only expected to produce a technologically skilled work force, but also to form close associations
with existing industry and collaborate with it in terms of R&D, innovation and manpower training.
Unfortunately. due to weak bonds between industry and universities in Pakistan, lack of financial
resources and of trained manpower and many other factors, engineering universities in Pakistan
cannot meet these challenges. They are still far behind the internationally accredited standards of
teaching. curriculum and laboratory facilities, which determine the overall quality of institutions.
Even when the graduates of these universities are employed by industry, the feedback between
university and industry has remained static and inadequate rather than expanding with time.

In order to bridge the gap between the existing set-up in Pakistan and internationally
accredited standards of engineering universities, the Government of Pakistan has decided to establish
new University of Engineering Science & Technology Pakistan, UESTP, with international
collaborations, including among others. Sweden, France, Germany, Austria, Netherlands who are
interested in becoming partners. As an example, the prospective Engineering University in Karachi is
one. where the University of Technology, Troyes (UTT), France has agreed to be the coilaborating
partner.

The specific objectives of the project include building infrastructure and provision of
faculty for the establishment of a world class Engineering University at Karachi. The components of
the project include: External development of 137 acres of partially developed land with some
infrastructure of Pakistan Marine Academy already available in Karachi. Total covered area of 71120
sq. ft. which includes common localities, departmental laboratories (basic and research) and a
bachelor student hostel for 250 students.

The PC-I is designed
to cater for present shortfall and future requirements of departments / programs including Center For
Computer Studies and Management Information System, Executive and Evening Programs and
Certificate / Short Courses being run by different departments.

The consultant after examining various options including smooth
operation, aesthetics, passenger safety and power consumption had recommended to replace all the
existing lifts by new faster lifts, employing the VVVF drive. microprocessor controls and frequency
converters. Accordingly, the present PC-1 has been submitted by the CDA.

The project is proposed to be implemented under the Tameer-c-Karachi Package, in
pursuance to a directive from the President of Pakistan, to improve the sewerage facilities of
Korangi Industrial Area of Karachi. The existing sewerage in Korangi Industrial Area was laid
around 40 years back and has outlived it designed life. During last few years, the system has been
partially made operative by taking temporary measures.

This is a rescarch and development project in the field of space and technology,
having a direct relationship with the National Satellite Development Programme (NSDP) which has
already been approved in principal by both the National Command Authority (NCA) and Chief
Executive (President/ Prime Minister) of Pakistan.

SUPARCO is collaborating internationally for exchange of geomagnetic data with
China and Russia. The Geomagnetic Observatory monitors magnetic storms and solar flares that
cause disturbance to HF communication. The magnetic disturbances observed at the time of high
solar activity are also communicated to national user agencies in near real time for maintaining
smooth HF communication in the country. The said effects are more hazardous to HF
communication at higher latitudes.

The proposed Geomagnetic Observatory will also provide valuable data for
monitoring the secular geomagnetic variations in Pakistan.

The project

Pakistan’s population has been growing at a very fast rate and has increased from 85
~illion in 1981 to about 150 million today. With increased population, pressure on land and water
silization is increasing. The per capita water availability which was about 5600 m’ in 1947 has
—~duced to about 1100 m® which is close to a critical level. On the basis of existing population growth
—ate. it is estimated that overall water shortage would be of the order of 21% in the year 2010.

Agriculture sector is consuming more than 95% of country’s water resources where
large quantities are wasted inducing the problem of salinity and water logging and about 6 million
hectares of land is affected presently by this menace. Besides wastage of water in the agriculture
network, low water use efficiency (only 39%) and growing high delta crops are other major factors
‘or increased agriculture demands mainly due to conventional cropping patterns and irrigation
oractices as well as non-adoption of resource conservation technologies.

Associated with current water shortage, the major issues in water sector are:

1) inadequate water storage:

1) reduction in existing storages (reduced from 15 MAF to 11 MAF):
111) water losses in the conveyance system (30-50%);

1v) traditional cropping patterns;

V) water quality deterioration in relation to agriculture, industry and domestic
uses; and

Vi) lack of water education and awareness among farming community and water
users.

The project is a step towards launching a comprehensive mass awareness programme
bv undertaking applied research on efficient water conservation techniques involving all stakeholders
and partners; introducing water education culture for promotion of water conservation for agriculture
1argeting water users at grass-roots level and application / treatment of wastewater for productive use.
This programme would support sustainable water resources management in the country and certainly
save natural resources which are vital for national growth as well as economic development of the
country.

Subject:- Up-gradation of Facilities to Produce Silicon Modules up to 80 KW Annual

The project

Photovoltaic is a clean and environmental friendly technology that converts the sun
energy directly into electric power via device called PV modules. A first silicon module of 25%
efficiency was designed for out doors use by Bell Laboratories in 1955 in USA. It was only in 1970s
that with the oil crisis, the development and use of PV modules for terrestrial application was thought
seriously. During last 50 years a large variety of semiconductor materials have been used to develop
the solar cell and modules. But no commercial breakthrough has been made so far. Even today the

crystalline silicon wafer technology is dominating the market.

There is now realization in Pakistan about the importance of the use of PV for
providing electric power to the people living in far flung areas to improve their socio-economic
conditions. It is expected that out of more than 50,000 un-electrified villages, at least 500 will be
initially electrified through PV. Pakistan Council of Renewable Energy Technologies (PCRET) has
been established under the Ministry of Science & Technology for research, development and

promotion of the renewable energy technologies including photovoltaic.

The project aims to develop skills to upgrade silicon crystal growth wafering facilities
at PCRET and enhance the indigenous production of solar cells/ modules upto 80 MW per annum.

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Subject: Development & Promotion of Biogas Technology for Meeting Domestic Fuel
Needs of Rural Areas and Production of Bio-Fertilizer

The project

The Biogas is a cheap, clean. soot free and extremely convenient cooking fuel. It
contains 50-70% methane, which is inflammable. Biogas is produced from cattle dung in a biogas
plant commonly known as “Gobar Gas Plant” through a process called anaerobic digestion. Based
on the effective heat produced, a 5 m’ biogas plant would replace, in a month fuel equivalent to 64
Kg of LPG or 92.5 liters of Kerosene oil or 24 Kg of Charcoal or 838 Kg of fuel wood or 185 Kg of
animal dung or 760 KWh of electricity.

To the housewives. a biogas is easy to use and saves time in the kitchen. Biogas
stove has an efficiency of about 55% vis-a-vis 10% efficiency of conventional fuel wood stove.
Cooking on biogas is free from smoke and soot, and can substantially reduce the health problems,
which are otherwise quite common in most rural areas where biomass is the chief source of fuel.
The use of biogas is helpful to improve the quality of life in household.

The fertilizer value of the dung is also enhanced in the process of bio-gasification.
Thus a biogas plant helps in obtaining both fuel and bio-fertilizer from cattle dung. The biogas
technology (BT) offers an efficient way of biomass utilization. It involves anaerobic fermentation of
organic materials such as animal dung, agricultural wastes, aquatic weeds etc. to produce a methane
rich fuel gas and a value added organic fertilizer. Thus, it has considerable potential for providing
fuel and fertilizer besides being a system for waste recycling, prevention of pollution and ecological
imbalance and improvement of sanitary conditions in the rural areas.

Several developed countries have realized the benefits of BT. In china, over 10
million biogas plants were installed during the last 12 years. More than 3,52 million biogas plants
had been put in place in India upto March 2003. Pakistan Council of Renewable Energy
Technologies (PCRET) undertook propagation of biogas devices in 1976 and installed 21 Chinese
type plants to assess workability of Chinese design. Though relatively cheaper they were soon
found to be suffering from certain problems. Henceforth, another design of movable metallic
gasholder was adopted with certain modifications.

The project

The Sukkar Barrage is the pride of Pakistan’s irrigation system and is one of the
largest single irrigation works of its kind in the whole world. The barrage on River Indus was
commissioned in 1932. Seven irrigation canals off-take from it (four on the left and three on the
right).

In order to find out the scouring behaviour of the River, soundings and probing were
taken at salient locations upstream and downstream of the Barrage. During this process it was
noticed that scour pits had formed at many location of the barrage aprons. In order to make the
Barrage safe against adverse effects of scoring, replenishing of damaged stone aprons is essential.

Main objective of this project is to save the Barrage from any damage against the
degradation effect of retrogression phenomenon. Settlement of the existing stone apron at the
downstream end of the Barrage and at other salient locations became conspicuous during probing
operations and its replenishment was felt necessary to arrest further settlement.

The slab needs to be virtually re-laid or repaired, even though their
discharges are not as per authorized limits. There is always a problem of tempering unless
they are fully remodeled.

The main objective of the project is to increase irrigation intensity by remodelling of
Naukot Branch and to provide sustainable irrigation to an area of about 44528 acre and facilitate the
inhabitants by constructing three Nos. pre-stressed road bridges.

The project

Baran Dam was constructed and commissioned in 1962 across Baran Nullah under
Kurram Garhi cum Baran Dam project. The dam was designed for a gross storage capacity of 98,100
acre-feet with live storage of 96.850 acre feet. Till 1989 the reservoir could not be filled beyond R.L
1418 from both the sources. As a result a precious storage of about 28,000 acre feet between R.L
1418 and R.L 1430 could not be made available in the early 25 years of its operation and an area of
about 63,400 acres could hardly be irrigated.

The left over storage capacity at present is only about 25.000 acre feet (29% of live
storage). To create an additional storage and to augment the supplies in Baran Reservoir it is
imperative to increase the height of the dam by 7 ft. and construct a link channel for diverting surplus
flood flow from Tochi River.

The main objective of the project is to raise the dam by 7 fi. and increase the capacity
of the reservoir by 17,500 acre feet.

Most of the areas in FATA have abundant potential for the development of irrigated
agriculture, but these resources have hardly been utilized for benefiting the people. The FATA is
more dense populated area than any province of Pakistan. This pressure of population is too high to
accommodate the additional burden of refugees who migrated from the neighboring countries. Special
attention is, therefore, needed towards the uplift of the lot of the tribesmen who are virtually passing
nomadic life for want of subsistence holdings.

The proposed dam site is located in Alizai Tehsil, Kurram Agency, a backward tribal
area. The feasibility of the scheme was originally conducted by Associated Consulting Engineers in
1990. The PC-I was updated in terms of cost only by NESPAK in May, 2003 and submitted for
approval to DSC, FATA. The project was approved by the DSC on 1* October, 2003 at a capital cost
of Rs. 134.27 million but could not be completed due to increase in quantity of works after
conducting detailed designing, hence cost of scheme increased and led to the revision of the PC-1.

The project would be constructed across Wucha Nullah to provide six cusecs assured
irrigation water supplies to an area of about 1,186 acres of land out of the designed gross storage
capacity of 2,975 AF of water.

Following rationalization of the cost of escalation of Rs. 9.63 million to Rs. 5.843 million (Rs.
3.789 million saving), the project was approved at a cost of Rs. 225.348 million.
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Subject: Technical Assistance for Community Water Storage & Irrigated Agriculture
Development Sector Project, NWFP (PC-1I)

The project

Agriculture in Pakistan accounts for 25% of GDP and employs about 50% of the
labor force. Although mainly dependent on the hydraulic infrastructure system of the Indus River
Basin. a significant proportion of the country’s cultivated area remains under Barani (rain-fed)
cultivation or relies on non-perennial irrigation. In NWEP and Punjab provinces, these areas
account for 49% and 18.6% respectively of the total cultivated land. Their populations are heavily
dependent on rainfall and regularly suffer losses in dry years. Yet, with mean annual rainfall of 400
to 1600 mm of which 60% occurs from mid-July to the end of August, the potential for water
storage in both provinces 1s high but yet this potential has not been fully exploited.

Small to medium dam projects were initiated by the Government of Pakistan in 1961
and received support from ADB in the mid 1980s. this resulted in more assured agricultural
production in addition to secure water supply to nearby towns and villages. Nevertheless, the socio-
cconomic condition of the locals remain generally below target due to different reasons including:

= Slow development of irrigated agriculture in the command area;
= Reduction of dams’ lives due to high rates of sediment inflow; and
= Limited utilization of reservoir water for purposes other than agriculture.

However there is substantial potential for improvement 10 capitalize on the value of
water stored in the reservoirs and to improve local water services.

The TA will prepare a sector-like project 10 increase social and economic
development of the rural population in Barani arcas of NWEFP through the introduction of
sustainable irrigated agriculture and the provision of water for domestic and other uses. Sub-
projects to be financed under the ensuing investment will comprise of:

V. Small to medium dams and associated irrigation systems;
V1. Other community water services;
vii.  Improved watershed management and

viii.  Agricultural support services.

The PC-II was approved at cost of Rs. 33.75 million.
